Pilgrim deacons return from Venezuela mission with hearts on fire

In January of this year, eleven people from the
Archdiocese of St. Paul-Minneapolis spent ten
days in our archdiocesan mission parish of
Jesucristo Resusitado in Ciudad Guyana,
Venezuela. Traveling were 5 deacons, 2
diaconate wives, and 4 people representing
archdiocesan  parishes interested in
“partnering” with one of the 11 barrios of the
mission parish.

The deacons went because of their “call” to be
servants to the universal church we call
Catholic and the diaconate wives went because
often the ministry done by the deacons is a
couples’ ministry. The parish reps went as an
outreach of their church’s call to global solidarity.

While in Venezuela, these pilgrims met with the people of the mission parish
and Fr. Greg Shaffer and Fr. Tim Norris, two priests from the archdiocese
who currently serve the mission parish. They also met the Bishop of the
Guyana diocese and three fellow deacons and wives from the Diocese of
Guyana. They toured the public hospital, the jail, and the local barrio clinics.
They spent time in the barrio chapels and immersed themselves in the
culture and liturgy of the people. These eleven people spent enough time
with the parish priests and personnel to fall in love with their mission . . .the
mission of bringing human dignity to the people of those barrios.

As a result of the deacon trip to Venezuela, Maria,
shown here at right with her family, will have a
much improved living situation.

Many wonderful things have happened as a
result of this trip. There was money raised to
buy a house for a family in dire circumstances.
There was money raised to fund the doctor and
nurses that are working with the parish in the
barrio clinics. There were new relationships
formed between parishes here in the Twin
Cities and the leadership of the church and
barrios in Venezuela and there are pilgrim
deacons that are now preaching about the
mission.

As a result of the trip even the children have
become involved in mission. One of our local
churches had a penny drive at their school
during Lent for the mission and raised enough
money to buy mattresses for a group of abandoned children that are housed
within the mission boundaries.

These people left with pilgrim hearts and returned with hearts on fire to
spread the word about the vision of our archbishop and our priests in
Venezuela and how the Holy Spirit is working. It's a good story, it's an
exciting story . . . . the Gospel is alive and being preached through the
actions of people willing to reach out and serve.

Sister City Relationship Spurs Christian Heritage Trip to Japan
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The Center for Mission is co-sponsoring a Christian Heritage Tour to Japan this October 4-16. The trip is part of the commemoration of the 50th year
anniversary of the St. Paul-Nagasaki Sister City relationship. The purpose of the trip is to give people of the archdiocese an opportunity to come to
understand the church in the Nagasaki area of Japan, from its fascinating roots of the early missionaries and martyrdoms through to today, including
the atomic bombing of Nagasaki, in which the bomb was dropped on the most concentrated Catholic population in all of Japan. The timing of the tour
is situated to include the third largest and one of the most colorful festivals in all of Japan, Okunchi, as well as a commemoration Mass of the
martyrdom of 20,000 Christians that occurred in 1638. This rich Christian heritage will be expressed against the backdrop of the spectacularly beautiful
scenery of the Nagasaki area and will include two nights on the Amakusa Islands where the Christians maintained their faith in hiding for over 250
years. The spiritual advisor of the trip will be Fr. Kieran Nolan, a monk from St. John’s Abbey who has lived at a Benedictine monastery in Japan for
nearly twenty years. Like other trips that the Center for Mission offers, this will be an opportunity to break perceived barriers between seemingly
different peoples, to see our common humanity and our common faith, and to learn and appreciate the particular way that our common faith is
expressed in a new cultural and historical context.
