LENTEN MEDITATION: ‘we are in difficulties on all sides, but never cornered; we see no answer to our

At the end of December | attended the
funeral of Maryknoll Fr. Dennis Dunne,
who died suddenly just before
Christmas. At the time of the homily,
the preacher began by offering
sympathy to the family of Fr. Dennis.
After he spoke to Fr. Dennis’ siblings,
nieces and nephews, he went on to
acknowledge the other families that Fr.
Dennis was part of. He recognized the
Maryknoll family, the Bolivian parish
family in which Fr. Dennis served and
the local parish family of St. Patrick’s in
Edina where he resided the last several
years. It occurred to me that somehow
all these families were connected
through the life, death and resurrection
of Fr. Dennis who shared in the life,
death and resurrection of Christ. At his
Mass of Christian burial, | witnessed
an experience of communion that
transcended many borders.

The desire of Jesus that we might all be
one, as he and the Father are one, is
still very far from being realized. Pope
Benedict XVI has set a tone for the
church through his personal efforts of
deepening communion between the
Church of the West and the East. He is

also calling on a renewed dialogue between Christians and
Moslems for the sake of bringing greater peace and mutual
understanding. During this moment in history when the
gulf between Christians and Moslems seems to be only
growing, the need for bridges of dialogue is equally urgent.
